In addition, digital portfolios allow students to showcase their technological competencies through the creation of a multimedia presentation.   Throughout the process of creating a digital portfolio students will learn and apply skills essential for many of the real world activities and events such as:

· Applications for colleges and scholarships
· Resume and cover letter writing
· Personal reflection and decision-making
· Developing organizational skills
· Methods for marketing oneself
· Communicating effectively across different types of media
· Highlighting individual interests and achievements
